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The Great American Outdoors Act National Parks and Public Land Legacy Restoration Fund
(GAOA LRF) is a commitment to protecting and sustaining our public lands.
Established on August 4, 2020, GAOA LRF allocates over $1.6 billion annually from fiscal years (FY) 2021 through
2025 to the Department of the Interior (Interior) to address priority deferred maintenance and repair needs on public
lands and Bureau of Indian Education-funded schools. With all five years of GAOA LRF funding, Interior bureaus will:
e Fund 396 projects across 50 states, the District of Columbia, and multiple territories
e Address over $5.9 billion in deferred maintenance and repair

e Improve the condition of over 3,800 Interior assets

Rehabilitate Historic Structures
Indiana Dunes National Park

Indiana Dunes National Park, home to shifting sand dunes
and significant plant and bird diversity along the coast of
Lake Michigan, offers recreation such as beachgoing,
swimming, fishing, horseback riding, hiking, and cross-
country skiing. Many of the historic facilities at the park
have been closed to the public for several years due to
structural instability and unsafe conditions. This project
completes historic rehabilitation on the popular and
significant historical structures at the Bailly Homestead,
Good Fellow Camp, and the House of Tomorrow. These

Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial

GAOA LRF is funding Maintenance Action Teams (MATs)
in the National Park Service and U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service. MATs primarily consist of federal employees who
mobilize regionally to work on smaller scope
construction, demolition, rehabilitation, or preservation
activities. As of September 2023, MATs have

completed work at Lincoln Boyhood National Memorial in
Indiana.
