The Great American Outdoors Act National Parks and Public Land Legacy Restoration Fund
(GAOA LRF) is a commitment to protecting and sustaining our public lands.

Established on August 4, 2020, GAOA LRF allocates over $1.6 billion annually from fiscal years (FY) 2021 through
2025 to the Department of the Interior (Interior) to address priority deferred maintenance and repair needs on public
lands and Bureau of Indian Education-funded schools. With all five years of GAOA LRF funding, Interior bureaus will:

e Fund 396 projects across 50 states, the District of Columbia, and multiple territories

e Address over $5.9 billion in deferred maintenance and repair

e Improve the condition of over 3,800 Interior assets

Rehabilitate Seawalls and Shoreline Landscape—Phase |
National Mall and Memorial Parks

The iconic Tidal Basin reservoir in Washington, D.C. is famous for the
breathtaking cherry blossoms that emerge each spring and nearby
monuments including the Jefferson Memorial. Over 36 million visitors
walk the deteriorating and sinking sidewalks each year, some sections of
which are at times closed to the public because of flooding. This project
will rehabilitate the most critical portions of the seawalls and shoreline
landscape around the Tidal Basin, including portions around the inlet
bridge, a portion of the West Potomac Park seawall, and seawalls used as
foundations for sidewalks, while using historic stone masonry where
feasible. The project helps ensure the long-term stability and climate

Rehabilitate Historic Belmont Paul House

National Mall and Memorial Parks
The Belmont-Paul Women's Equality National Monument in Washington,

D.C. tells the story of a century of activism for women’s rights and suffrage
as the base of the National Woman'’s Party. Several components of the
monument were in disrepair, including rotting windows, doors, and walls;
mission-critical systems that couldn’t support increased visitation; and floors
that couldn’t sustain visitation loads. This project rehabilitated the
monument, including replacing the roof, painting and restoring windows and
doors, installing new storm drains, repairing wooden floors and staircases,
and replacing the heating and cooling system. This project has enabled
