DOI-ITAP was established in 1995 to enable the U.S. Department of the Interior (DOI) to work with
counterpart agencies overseas to support U.S. Government and Interior priorities. Working closely with DOI’s
bureaus and offices, DOI-ITAP has engaged with some 100 countries to combat wildlife trafficking, improve
energy and mineral production and regulation, manage water resources, and generate economic growth
through wise management of natural and cultural resources.

DOI-ITAP achieves results through interventions such as:

Government-to-government relationship building at all levels;

Host country technical training and mentoring provided by DOI staff on short-term assignment;
Long-term secondment of U.S. experts;

U.S.-based training and shadowing conducted at DOI offices and field sites;

Tailored exchanges between governmental and tribal counterparts;

Formal sister protected area arrangements;

Establishment of and support to national and regional networks;

Formal partnering agreements with non-governmental organizations;

DOI-ITAP In-Country and Regional Coordinators, from and based in partner countries;
Procurement of technical advisory, administrative, and logistical services;

Specialized support from DOI facilities — e.g., Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) Wildlife Forensics Lab; and
Virtual workshops, trainings, and roundtables.

Who We Are

DOl is the cabinet-level agency responsible for the conservation and sustainable use of U.S. natural resources
and cultural heritage. DOl employs 70,000 employees to manage the 500 million acres of land and 1.7 billion
acres of the outer continental shelf under its jurisdiction. Each year, DOl welcomes more than 550 million
visitors to natural, cultural and recreational sites; generates 2.3 million jobs; and contributes over $350 billion
to the U.S. economy.
