"I made it out to Flat today and conducted a site inspection. While there I observed a fully loaded DC-3 and DC-6 land. I walked the entire length of the strip and have attached photos. This is simply a snapshot in time, I expect conditions to improve throughout the season.

The strip is in slightly above average (for spring) conditions. The strip is 100% gravel, mostly flat with some rutting and pot holes developing. It was graded and water management seems better than prior years. The gravel is looser than in prior years, care should be taken to avoid prop damage.

The strip is wide enough to land a DC-6 on. I stayed to the middle of the strip. That said, while walking, it appeared the strip firmness was mostly constant across its entire width. Obvious areas near the edges with standing water are soft".
