I walk the strip after the initial landing at the beginning of the day of use, inspecting the surface for rocks and holes. The Tuweep Ranger Station is on site and the resident ranger provides condition reports as needed. I have been using the strip for 15 years without incident.

The airstrip is located in the middle of a valley approximately 3nm miles wide. There are no immediate obstructions on either approach end.
