Charter

Committee’s Official Designation. The Council’s official designation is thee
Southcentral Alaska Subsistence Regional Advisory Council (Council).e

Authority. The Council is renewed by virtue of the authority set out in the Alaskae
National Interest Lands Conservation Act (ANILCA) (16 U.S.C. 3115 (1988)), and undere
the authority of the Secretary of the Interior, in furtherance of 16 U.S.C. 410hh-2. Thee
Council is regulated by the Federal Advisory Committee Act (FACA), as amended,e

(5 U.S.C. Appendix 2).e

Objectives and Scope of Activities. The objective of the Council is to provide a forume
for the residents of the Region with personal knowledge of local conditions and resourcee
requirements to have a meaningful role in the subsistence management of fish ande
wildlife on Federal lands and waters in the Region.e

Description of Duties. Council duties and responsibilities, where applicable, are ase
follows:e

ae Recommend the initiation, review, and evaluation of proposals for regulations,e
policies, management plans, and other matters relating to subsistence uses of fishe
and wildlife on public lands within the Region.e

b.e Provide a forum for the expression of opinions and recommendations by personse
interested in any matter related to the subsistence uses of fish and wildlife one
public lands within the Region.e

ce Encourage local and regional participation in the decision-making processe
affecting the taking of fish and wildlife on the public lands within the Region fore
subsistence uses.e

d.e Prepare an annual report to the Secretary containing the following:e

(1)eAn identification of current and anticipated subsistence uses of fishe
and wildlife populations within the Region.e

(2)eAn evaluation of current and anticipated subsistence needs for fish ande
wildlife populations within the Region.e
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(3)eA recommended strategy for the management of fish and wildlife populationse
within the Region to accommodate such subsistence uses and needs.e

(4)eRecommendations concerning polieies, standards, guidelines, and regulationse
to implement the strategy.e

Appoint one member to the Wrangell-St. Elias National Park Subsistencee
Resource Commission and two members to the Denali National Park Subsistencee
Resource Commission in accordance with section 808 of the Alaska Nationale
Interest Lands Conservation Act (ANILCA).e

Make recommendations on determinations of customary and traditional use ofe
subsistence resources.e

Make recommendations on determinations of rural status.e

Provide recommendations on the establishment and membership of Federal locale
advisory committees.e

Provide recommendations for implementation of Secretary’s Order 3347:e
Conservation Stewardship and Outdoor Recreation, and Secretary’s Order 3356:e
Hunting, Fishing, Recreational Shooting, and Wildlife Conservatione
Opportunities and Coordination with States, Tribes, and Territories.e
Recommendations shall include, but are not limited to:e

(1)eAssessing and quantifying implementation of the Secretary’s Orders, ande
recommendations to enhance and expand their implementation as identificd;e

(2)ePolicies and programs that:e

(a)eincrease outdoor recreation opportunities for all Americans, with a focuse
on engaging youth, veterans, minorities, and other communities thate
traditionally have low participation in outdoor recreation;e

(b)eexpand access for hunting and fishing on Bureau of Land Management,e
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, and National Park Service lands in ae
manner that respects the rights and privacy of the owners of non-publice
lands;e

(c)eincrease energy, transmission, infrastructure, or other relevant projectse
while avoiding or minimizing potential negative impacts on wildlife; ande

(d)ecreate greater collaboration with States, Tribes, and/or Territories.e
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je Provide recommendations for implementation of the regulatory reform initiativese
and policies specified in section 2 of Executive Order 13777: Reducinge
Regulation and Controlling Regulatory Costs; Executive Order 12866:¢
Regulatory Planning and Review, as amended; and section 6 of Executive Ordere
13563: Improving Regulation and Regulatory Review. Recommendations shalle
include, but are not limited to:e

Identifying regulations for repeal, replacement, or modification considering, at ae
minimum, those regulations that:e

(1)eeliminate jobs, or inhibit job creation;e
(2)eare outdated, unnecessary, or ineffective;e
(3)eimpose costs that exceed benefits;e

(4)ecreate a serious inconsistency or otherwise interfere with regulatorye
reform initiative and policies;e

(S)erely, in part or in whole, on data or methods that are not publicly availablee
or insufficiently transparent to meet the standard for reproducibility; ore

(6)ederive from or implement Executive Orders or other Presidential ande
Secretarial directives that have been subsequently rescinded ore
substantially modified.e

All current and future Executive Orders, Secretary’s Orders, and Secretarial Memos should
be included for discussion and recommendations as they are released. At the conclusion of
each meeting or shortly thereafter, provide a detailed recommendation meeting report,
including meeting minutes, to the Designated Federal Officer (DFO).

Agency or Official to Whom the Council Reports. The Council reports to the Federale
Subsistence Board Chair, who is appointed by the Secretary of the Interior with thee
concurrence of the Secretary of Agriculture.e

Support. The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service will provide administrative support for thee
activities of the Council through the Office of Subsistence Management.e

Estimated Annual Operating Costs and Staff Years. The annual operating costse
associated with supporting the Council’s functions are estimated to be $170,000,e
including all direct and indirect expenses and 1.15 Federal staff years.e

Designated Federal Officer. The DFO is the Subsistence Council Coordinator for thee
Region or such other Federal employee as may be designated by the Assistant Regionale
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Director — Subsistence, Region 11, U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service. The DFO is a full-
time Federal employee appointed in accordance with Agency procedures. The DFO will:

(a)eApprove or call all Council and subcommittee meetings;e
(b) Prepare and approve all meeting agendas;
(c)eAttend all committee and subcommittee meetings;e

(d)eAdjoun any meeting when the DFO determines adjournment to be in the publice
interest; ande

(e)eChair meetings when directed to do so by the official to whom the advisorye
committee reports.e

9¢  Estimated Number and Frequency of Meetings. The Council will meet 1-2 times pere
year, and at such times as designated by the Federal Subsistence Board Chair or the DFO.e

10.e Duration. Continuing.e

1l.e Termination. The Council will be inactive 2 years from the date the Charter is filed,e
unless, prior to that date, the charter is renewed in accordance with the provisions ofe
section 14 of the FACA. The Council will not meet or take any action without a valide
current charter.e

126 Membership and Designation. The Council's membership is composed ofe
representative members as follows:e

Thirteen members who are knowledgeable and experienced in matters relating toe
subsistence uses of fish and wildlife and who are residents of the Region represented bye
the Council.e

To ensure that cach Council represents a diversity of interests, the Federal Subsistencee
Board in their nomination recommendations to the Secretary will strive to ensure thate
nine of the members (70 percent) represent subsistence interests within the Region ande
four of the members (30 percent) represent commercial and sport interests within thee
Region. The portion of membership representing commercial and sport interests muste
include, where possible, at least one representative from the sport community and onee
representative from the commercial community.e

The Secretary of the Interior will appoint members based on the recommendations frome
the Federal Subsistence Board and with the concurrence of the Secretary of Agriculture.e
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Members will be appointed for 3-year terms. Members serve at the discretion of the
Secretary.

Alternate members may be appointed to the Council to fill vacancies if they occur out of
cycle. An alternate member must be approved and appointed by the Secretary before
attending the meeting as a representative. The term for an appointed alternate member
will be the same as the term of the member whose vacancy is being filled.

Council members will elect a Chair, Vice-Chair, and Secretary for a 1-year term.

Members of the Council will serve without compensation. However, while away from
their homes or regular places of business, Council and subcommittee members engaged
in Council, or subcommittee business, approved by the DFO, may be allowed travel
expenses, including per diem in lieu of subsistence, in the same manner as persons
employed intermittently in Government service under section 5703 of title 5 of the
United States Code.

Ethics Responsibilities of Members. No Council or subcommittee member wille
participate in any Council or subcommittee deliberations or votes relating to a specifice
party matter before the Department or its bureaus and offices including a lease, license,e
permit, contract, grant, claim, agreement, or litigation in which the member or the entitye
the mecmber represcnts has a direct financial interest.e

Subcommittees. Subject to the DFOs approval, subcommittees may be formed for thee i
purpose of compiling information and conducting research. However, suche
subcommittees must act only under the direction of the DFO and must report theire
recommendations to the full Council for consideration. Subcommittees must not providee |
advice or work products directly to the Agency. Subcommittees will meet as necessarye |
to accomplish their assignments, subject to the approval of the DFO and the availabilitye :
of resources.e

Recordkecping. Records of the Council, and formally and informally establishede

subcommittees or other subgroups of the Council, must be handled in accordance withe

General Records Schedule 6.2, and other approved Agency records disposition schedule.e
