• $984,955 for repairs, renovations, and improvements to the Rota Health Center 
• $693,675 for the continuation of the Capital Improvement Project Program

• $660,722 for renovations and improvements to the Attorney General’s Office in Susupe 
• $550,000 for renovations and improvements to the CNMI Procurement Office 
• $400,000 for the Commonwealth Utilities Corporation’s procurement of a crane 
• $400,000 for additional funds for the construction of the Saipan Municipal Council

• $508,693 for the maintenance of infrastructure projects in the Commonwealth 
• $250,000 to support implementation of the Emergency Coastal Resilience Fund Coalition
