Forgive me if you know a lot of thiz. .
1. Choose the vector (gives a pie-shaped image) probe with
the highest number frequency that you have 1e. 5 or 7 IMHz.

2. Have patient facing you, either lying on her back or sitting
n mom’s lap

3 Tae T3 gel

Start with Coronal images:

1. Hold probe i vour night hand with notch or seam at your
thutnb

2. Put probe on ant fontanelle cross-wiseitransverse), so
that yvour thumb and the notch are toward the patient’s nght
ear.

3. Adjust FOV (Field of View)Depth so the bram fills the
entite pie tnage.

4. Adpust Focus or Posttion so the focal zone 15 at the
bottom of the image.

We usually drnde the brain m & parts takang & pictures to
cover the whole brain starting anteriorly and mowving
posteriorly. When looking for hydrocephalus, the most
inportant are wnages that show the ventricles. These are
depicted m the images being sent to vou. Be sure to take
pictures of the frontal horns of the lateral ventnicles (#1=nl)
atd then the bodies of the lateral wentricles more posteriotly
(toward the back of her head) (#2=nl).
